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This is your job as a producer/writer/director:
You have an opportunity offered to you by Network X to develop a sitcom or dramatic series around these four celebrities:

Martha Stewart (domestic diva wanting to try something new after four months in the slammer)

Mos Def (hot celeb du jour in music and films)

Jason Alexander (determined to recreate his Seinfeld success at all cost)
Amanda Bynes (bubbly young star from Nickelodeon and films) 

The Network X vice president for programming asks you to develop some type of prime time program utilizing these three actors in one show. 
Here are questions that the VP for programming will ask you at the first development meeting: 
1.  What will be the name of the show?  (Be sure it is clever, trendy, and unforgettable).
2. What genre? Comedy or Drama? (these are your only choices, no reality TV shows. The VP has declared that reality shows are passè)
3.  Target demographic?

4. Describe the program and why it will connect with viewers of Network X, in 25 words or less. (you can make Network X target any niche audience you wish, plus please consider the age of the principals involved when doing so)
5. Name 5 possible commercial sponsors for this program and describe how the elements of the program mesh with the products being featured in the commercials. How are these commercial sponsors fitting in with the proposed target audience?
6. What are the proposed roles in the TV program for Stewart, Mos Def, Bynes. and Alexander? 

7.  What is length of each program?  (Must be either 30 or 60 minutes) Some explanation is required as to why you made either selection. Your choice must fit with the genre of the show.
8. What can a sample script look like? We’d like to see exactly four pages of camera shots and dialogue/monologue in two-column format.
9. Martha Stewart’s house arrest will be over by the time production begins, so she will be free to go anywhere where filming will commence. Where will this show be produced? What kind of sets will have to be designed? Describe what they will look like. Will some real locations be used?
10. What do you plan to do with the program in post-production? What will you add that will add dazzle to the program? 

11. What kind of music will be needed? You are permitted to hire any musician(s) you’d like to compose a soundtrack for the series, but the choice must be in congruence with the genre of the show
12. Can you foresee any possible issues that may arise during the pre-production or production, or post production phases that would delay or cause the whole production to go over budget? Any talent issues that you can foresee?
To complete this exam, please answer questions 1-12 above in enough detail to indicate that you possess a competent understanding of the TV production process. You are required to word process your answers in Times Roman 12 pt boldface type in a saved version of this document. Insert your answers immediately following each question.
To earn the maximum amount of points, detailed answers will be necessary. Sketchy answers will result in a lower point awards. Students that copy the format of a show currently seen on TV will automatically fail this final exam.
Above all, use your imagination!
