You are a film studio executive with the opportunity to make a film with the following actors: 
James Gandolfini 
Salma Hayek
Alan Arkin
Dakota Fanning
Your studio wants you as the executive to control every aspect of the production, including the selection of the production crew . This means that when you interview prospective candidates, you will have to ask them questions so you’re sure they know what they are supposed to be doing. Part I feature that part of the process.

Part II you’ll write 5 minutes of dialogue between the characters played by the actors listed above. It’s easy to time out dialogue, just read it aloud and measure the length by using a timer that reads in minutes and seconds. All the actors listed above must be included. Part II’s script sample will be in the TWO COLUMN FORMAT taught in class. Part III is listing your sources.
PART I:
1.  What will be the name of the film?  (Be sure it is clever, trendy, and unforgettable).
2. What demographic is the target audience for this film? 
3. Is this film a comedy or a drama? Is it something different?
4. Ask the writer to supply a complete synopsis of the film in 25 words or less.
5. Ask the writer to describe the characters the actors will portray in the film. What are their names and describe each character in minimum of three sentences. What will they look like? How will they dress? Speak?
6. You’re interviewing a director. Think of four questions you would ask them to judge whether or not they are capable enough to handle your production.

7. You’re interviewing a cinematographer. Think of four questions you would ask them to judge whether or not they are capable enough to handle your production.

8. Do the same with the person you’re interviewing to edit the film.
9. What details are you thinking about and completing during pre-production of this film to ensure its success?

10. Where are planning to shoot this film and why? Where are the locations going to be? What challenges could arise based on your selection? (Note: an answer with “no challenges expected” won’t be accepted).
11. What should the cinematographer know about the different kind of light he or she could encounter during production?

12. Describe some challenges that could occur with the post-production editing? (Note: same condition exists here as answer for #10) 

12. What kind of music will be needed for this film? Offer some names of musical artists or film score composers that could be hired to write the film score. Do you want something original or will you choose to use music already in release?
13. Can you foresee any possible issues that may arise during the pre-production or production, or post production phases that would delay the process? Any talent issues that you can foresee?
14. Describe how you intend for this film to be marketed. How will you ensure that everyone in America and around the world knows about your film?
15. What will be the rating of this film and why?
